 SCU is a partnership between the Board and Reading Police to combat violent crime 

 SCU began in August 2013 

 Parole agents ride along with police officers 

 Represents the dual role of parole agents to balance enforcement with re-entry efforts 

 115 state parolees have been assigned to the Unit as of April 30: 

o 60 parolees have been referred to programming 
o 8 were recommitted as a technical parole violator 
o 6 were recommitted for a criminal violation 
o 5 were recommitted as a technical parole violator with criminal charges pending 
o 8 successfully completed supervision or transferred from the district
